MH Admission Guidelines

1. Allthose who are legal residents of Iceland may attend
Menntaskolinn vid Hamrahlid on condition that they fulfill the
national grade requirements for entry into university entrance
curriculae (studentsprof) or the special requirements for
entering the IB Diploma programme.

2. The majority of entrants are chosen based on the grades they
receive at the end of compulsory education, minimum grades in
specified subjects being defined in the national requirements. In
addition to these criteria, the following may also be considered:

a. their attendance record in their previous school, whether
compulsory or secondary.

b. their grades in other subjects than those specified in the
national requirements.

c. the number of applicants to MH that term, for each
curriculum (Language, Social Science, Natural Science,
Arts)

d. the applicant’s possibility of attending a similar school
nearer to his/her home

e. theapplicant’s age 1)

f. special, individual circumstances

3. An applicant that does not fulfill the national grade
requirements will thus be accepted into MH only if there is a
place available and their application is accompanied by
particular information which indicate that he/she will be able to
maintain the necessary educational success.

1) Applicants under the age of 18 will generally be preferred to older
applicants for admission to the day school in MH. Those who have
reached the age of 18 have the option of attending the evening school.

Applicants for the IB Programme
are expected to come for an interview with the IB coordinator before
their application can be finally accepted.
